that is, 100 points.

In the area of Linguistics, an essay question is
valued at 40 points, and each of three shorter
analytical sections is valued at 20 points for a
total of 100 points.

The exam will be graded as a whole. To pass
the comprehensive exams students must
earn an 80% or better in each exam.”
